U18 Nationals — Toronto. ON

Tchinda Kepche** 6-2, 6-1 in the final.

e |sabella Ruyu Yan (BC), the No. 2 seed, claimed the girls’ singles crown with a 6-3, 6-0 win over
top-seed Charlize Gabrielle Celebrini.

e Romy Gravenor and Eve Thibault (QC) won the girls’ doubles division, edging Sophie Michelle
Dement and Alexie Normandin in three sets.

e Unseeded Aedan Malik and Steve Vuong (ON) won the boys’ doubles division with a straight-set
win over Matthew Jian Hao Lee and Judah McEachern-Brown.
